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1. Opening Remarks:  The Chairperson welcomed participants to the tenth meeting of the Task Force and distributed a brief agenda for the meeting (attached).
2. Agenda and minutes of last meeting :  Approved.

3. Extranet Policies and Guidelines:  Although Ms. Gerlach was unable to attend the meeting, she briefed the Task Force through the Chairperson of recent developments. Great progress had been made in achieving connectivity to the Extranet, and it was anticipated that the last few agencies would be connected during April. Meanwhile, the CEB Secretariat was considering various possibilities for Extranet content, including press clippings and terminology bulletins, as well as communities of practice. The various options for the Extranet would be on the agenda of the April meeting of the CEB HLCM.

4. Intranet. The Chairperson reported that the first of the four planned demonstrations of the re-engineered Intranet had taken place as scheduled. Furthermore, a team from DHL was working on a draft taxonomy for the site. Further demos were scheduled for the 26 and 27th of February and the 5th of March, all at 2:30p.m.in the DHL Training Room.

5. Digital Archives. Mr. Keefe reported that the administrative/financial issues with respect to the Request for Proposal had been resolved. Mr. Dhurjati Muller (UNOPS), the Project Manager, had made a presentation to the administrations of all participating agencies, which was very well received. It is planned for Mr. Muller to make a similar presentation to the ICTB at its next meeting. Furthermore, Mr. Keefe agreed to sound out the Procurement Division on the possibility of posting the RFP online, as a model document. On a related project, implementation of Appraisal Decision Assistance for records management, it was reported that the second phase (follow-up to the final consultant report) would begin in April.

6.  Other business. Mr. Laing reported on improvements to the ICTB Quickplace. Task Force members are invited to check it out.
